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Projects within the programme will be 
prioritised for delivery over the next 30 years, 
subject to funding approvals. Projects will 
require statutory approvals and will be subject 
to the Resource Management Act, and Land 
Transport Management Act. All projects will 
be subject to further investigation to confirm 
land requirements, this will include further 
consultation on these options.
